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1. What we achieved last year

Dear friends and partners, participants in our events, supporters and online followers,

We are proud to share with you a brief summation of last year’s work that we accomplished together
with you, and our planned activities for 2026.

Over the course of last year, we continued to play the role of the leading, and the uniquely
international, grassroots advocacy and organizing network working across post-Soviet immigrant
diasporas and bringing together antiwar and pro-democracy Russians, Ukrainians, and others from our
part of the world for joint community service and dialogue. We kept doing our job in an environment that
was as unfavorable as ever before - with the clouds of authoritarianism darkening over US democracy,
asylum seekers from dictatorships being deported, in violation of the United States’ 60-year-old
international obligation, straight into the hands of their persecutors, and with no end in sight to the
barbaric devastation of Ukraine by Russia’s ruling clique and its army. In this context, our approach to
protecting and advancing the interests and needs of our people has been and remains to do it as part of
the defense of human rights, democracy, and the foundational values of modernity not only in our
countries of origin but in the US as well.

We have maintained our critical independence from the centers of corporate wealth and privilege in
the Russian-/Russian-speaking diaspora across their political spectrum, as challenging and costly as it is
in terms of our access to resources, and will continue to do so.

Our Russian-speaking Community Council (RCC) continued to assist refugees and asylum seekers pro
bono with services navigation and referrals to immigration lawyers, at our Northern Manhattan location
and remotely. As before, we advocated for our very underfunded constituency at the annual New York
City Council budget hearings held in March of 2025.

At the national and international level, RCC was excited to collaborate with other immigrant
communities and their NGOs in advocating for refugees and de facto refugees, including: We Are All
America (WAAA) Refugee and Immigrant Leadership Table; the NGO Committee on Migration; and the
civil society mechanism of the intergovernmental Global Forum on Migration and Development (GFMD).
We have also taken an active part in the United Nations Network on Migration, including in the work of
two of the four round tables set up to draft the materials for the International Migration Review Forum
taking place at the UN Headquarters in New York in May of this year.

In February 2025, a delegation of our American Russian-speaking Association for Civil & Human
Rights (ARA) participated in the Civil Society Forum at the UN Headquarters - the annual conference of
representatives of NGOs, governments and UN officials, organized by the NGO Committee for Social
Development and the Friedrich Ebert Foundation during the session of the UN Commission on Social
Development. In the same month, ARA chapter in Portland, Oregon, joined the writing of postcards to
political prisoners in Russia; while our chapter in Atlanta, Georgia, took part in a local rally in support of
Ukraine.



In April and June, several of our organization’s leaders and many activists joined the marches that were
held in several US cities (including in New York, Chicago, and Portland) in defense of democracy, human
and civil rights in the United States. In Chicago, the rally in June was co-organized by our local
coordinator, Ella Zibitsker, who is a prominent leader of Chicago’s Belarusian-American community.

On the 21st of May, we held our annual Andrei Sakharov memorial day, on which ourlocal leaders in
ten US cities and immigration lawyers from our network were providing rapid response assistance via
phones and emails to our refugees’ needs, including pro bono legal consultations and assistance with
social services.

In September, we joined forces with We Are All America for the annual Congressional Advocacy Days,
with our leadership in New York, New Jersey, Georgia, Michigan and Oregon meeting congressional
staffers to urge the restoration of the U.S. refugee resettlement system and the fulfilling of the U.S.
humanitarian obligations toward its asylum seekers.

In November, we teamed up with the Freedom Zone, an organization of the relatives of Russia’s
political prisoners based in Montenegro, and with the Russian Refugee Foundation, in organizing a human
rights festival with participation of The Nation Magazine (America’s oldest weekly) and leading local
musicians that enabled Freedom Zone to raise funds for political prisoners and their families.

In December, on Human Rights Day, we co-hosted a major forum of Ukrainian- and Russian-Americans
at the City University of New York, titled ‘For Your Freedom and Ours’. The event was keynoted by
Oleksandra Matviichuk, the head of the Nobel Peace Prize-winning Center for Civil Liberties, addressing
us by video from Kyiv.

Over the course of the year, we held four international online round tables:

® In March, in collaboration with Liberty Forward (a recent initiative of Russian Fulbright Scholars,
we held a round table on ‘Students from Ukraine, Belarus and Russia in the U.S. Amid War and
Dictatorship: Challenges and Solutions’.

@ In April, we held a round table on the crisis with humanitarian parole holders, jointly with New
American Pathways, an immigrant services NGO based in Atlanta, Georgia, and with the
immigration law office of Vladimir Goutsaliouk, to discuss legal and advocacy strategies.

® I[n May, we honored the memory of Andrei Sakharov with a special round table about his warnings
on the purveyors of Soviet influence within Western societies, and the relevance of these
warnings today; the event was keynoted by Mario Corti, the former Director of RFE/RL Russian
Service.

® In September, we delivered our community report on our Congressional advocacy by hosting a
joint round table with the leadership of We Are All America.

We also continued to provide ongoing information, analysis and commentary on current events and
developments, including immigration policies and practices, via our Russian-language Telegram channel
and bilingual Facebook pages.

RCC held its Board of Directors meeting in January and ARA did the same in August. RCC Board

currently includes seven members, while ARA Board comprises 17 members, including our coordinators
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and representatives in eight states (New York, New Jersey, Connecticut, Massachusetts, Georgia, Michigan,
Nevada, and California) and the District of Columbia.

2. Our ongoing and planned work, and our invitation to join it

As this year unfolds, with the tragic news of murderous violence by agents of the federal government
against migrants as well as U.S. citizens in Minnesota, continued deportations of Russian asylum seekers
and the Kremlin’s attempts to subdue Ukraine by freezing and burning Kyiv, we stand in solidarity with
all those in our countries, from the United States to the former Soviet region, whose rights are in need of
defense, and who stand up for justice and equity against overwhelming power. We are committed to keep
raising our voices for them and helping to bring their own voices to the halls of power, from city councils
to the United Nations, as well as supporting, in an authentically non-partisan way, all those Americans,
whether independent, Republican, Democrat or other, who are defending this country’s 250-year-old
institutions and values, pushing back against the impending threat of their subversion and the
‘Putinization of America’.We are fully aware of the risks involved and the possibility of a U.S. Government-
initiated crackdown on independent NGOs, and are taking them into account.

Some of our ongoing activities and plans that we invite you to get involved with (whether in person,
online, or by your material support) are as follows:

® We will continue to serve newcomers from our part of the world to the best of our abilities,
including by arranging pro bono consultations for them with lawyers in our network; providing
Know Your Rights information in Ukrainian and Russian; helping them navigate social service and
government agencies; and in other ways.

® We will maintain and develop our 12-year-old core project of Antiwar Action and Dialogue of
Ukrainian and Russian Americans, including by taking part in Congressional advocacy in support
of Ukraine.

@® We will keep bringing public attention, in the U.S. and internationally, to the enduring legacy of
the Soviet-era Human Rights Movement, its pursuit of justice for the persecuted, and its moral and
political relevance for the present moment, including through our annual Andrei Sakharov Day of
volunteer service and annual participation in the worldwide ceremony of ‘Returning the Names’
organized by the Memorial Society.

@® We will continue our international advocacy for migrants and refugees from our countries of
origin around the world through our membership and work in the United Nations Network on
Migration, the Civil Society mechanism of the intergovernmental Global Forum on Migration and
Development, and to bring their own voices to these fora.

® We will keep working with our U.S. partners, including We Are All America coalition and others,

on both Congressional and public opinion advocacy for the full restoration of the refugee and
humanitarian protection programs and pushing back against their continued dismantling.



® We will be raising awareness of the vast professional expertise and achievements of our

community members, including ARA and RCC activists and leadership, hosting discussions about
their published works and other accomplishments.

We look forward to working together with our old and new partners and engaging with all those of you
who share our concerns. We welcome any individual and collective proposals of collaboration in our
challenging but rewarding journey toward a better future for our immigrants and exiles and for all others.
